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Update: Doggie Dental Care

Dear Doggie Friends,

Through the efforts of pet owners in CA, SB 697
(the bill against non-veterinarians' cleaning pets'
teeth) has been blocked. The Board is now trying
to circumvent this by attempting to get legislation
passed that prohibits use of dental scalers. Pro-
hibiting their use amounts to the same thing as
blocking non-vets from cleaning pets' teeth be-
cause the implement would be illegal.

If you would like to preserve your option of having
your pets' teeth cleaned by a non-veterinarian
using a dental scaler, please write a protest letter
to Brian Stiger, who is the acting director of the
state's department of consumer affairs.

alone there are over 200 different types. The cat fle

most commonly found in the US. The dog flea is no

Symptoms of Fleas

Each pet will react differently when carrying fleas, so you might see any combination of the following
signs: your pet scratching and biting at its skin more often, red inflamed lumps, skin lesions, ulcers
and loss of coat due to the increased scratching and biting, excessive grooming or licking is soothing
behavior.

Look for flea feces (aka flea dirt) in your pet's coat and in your pet's favorite sleeping places. Flea fe-
ces appear to look like a small piece of dirt. If you take this dirt and rub it between your fingers with
some water and it turns red, you have your proof. Flea feces contain dried blood.
